Let nothing move
you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that
your labor in the Lord is not in vain.

(1 Corinthians 16:13) Be on your guard; stand firm in the faith; be men of
courage; be strong.

(2 Corinthians 1:21) Now it is God who makes both us and you stand firm in
Christ. He anointed us,

(2 Corinthians 1:22) set his seal of ownership on us, and put his Spirit in our
hearts as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come.

(2 Corinthians 5:10) For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ,

that each one may receive what is due him for the things done while in the body,
whether good or bad.

(2 Corinthians 13:14) May the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of
God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

(Galatians 2:20) | have been crucified with Christ and | no longer live, but Christ
lives in me. The life | live in the body, | live by faith in the Son of God, who loved
me and gave himself for me.

(Galatians 5:16) So | say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of
the sinful nature.

(Galatians 5:22) But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness,

(Galatians 5:24) Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful
nature with its passions and desires.

(Galatians 6:7) Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what
he sows.

(Galatians 6:8) The one who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature
will reap destruction; the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will
reap eternal life.

(Galatians 6:9) Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we
will reap a harvest if we do not give up.
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(Ephesians 1:3) Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
has blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ.

(Ephesians 2:10) For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do
good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.

(Ephesians 3:14) For this reason | kneel before the Father,

(Ephesians 3:15) from whom his whole family in heaven and on earth derives its
name.

(Ephesians 3:16) | pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you
with power through his Spirit in your inner being,

(Ephesians 3:17) so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And |
pray that you, being rooted and established in love,

(Ephesians 3:18) may have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how
wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ,

(Ephesians 3:19) and to know this love that surpasses knowledge--that you may
be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God.

(Ephesians 3:20) Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we
ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us,

(Ephesians 3:21) to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all
generations, for ever and ever! Amen.

(Ephesians 4:1) As a prisoner for the Lord, then, | urge you to live a life worthy of
the calling you have received.

(Ephesians 5:8) For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord.
Live as children of light

(Ephesians 5:17) Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord's will
is.

(Philippians 1:6) being confident of this, that he who began a good work in you
will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus.

(Philippians 1:9) And this is my prayer: that your love may abound more and
more in knowledge and depth of insight,
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(Philippians 1:10) so that you may be able to discern what is best and may be
pure and blameless until the day of Christ,

(Philippians 1:11) filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes through Jesus
Christ--to the glory and praise of God.

(Philippians 2:5) Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:
(Philippians 3:12) Not that | have already obtained all this, or have already been
made perfect, but | press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold

of me.

(Philippians 3:14) | press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has
called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.

(Philippians 4:8) Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever
is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable--if anything is
excellent or praiseworthy--think about such things.

(Colossians 2:6) So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to
live in him,

(Colossians 2:7) rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were
taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

(Colossians 3:2) Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things.

(Colossians 3:17) And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the
name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.

(1 Thessalonians 2:11) For you know that we dealt with each of you as a father
deals with his own children,

(1 Thessalonians 2:12) encouraging, comforting and urging you to live lives
worthy of God, who calls you into his kingdom and glory.

(1 Thessalonians 4:3) Itis God's will that you should be sanctified: that you
should avoid sexual immorality;

(1 Thessalonians 5:23) May God himself, the God of peace, sanctify you through
and through. May your whole spirit, soul and body be kept blameless at the
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

(1 Thessalonians 5:24) The one who calls you is faithful and he will do it.
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(2 Thessalonians 2:16) May our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father,
who loved us and by his grace gave us eternal encouragement and good hope,

(2 Thessalonians 2:17) encourage your hearts and strengthen you in every good
deed and word.

(1 Timothy 1:5) The goal of this command is love, which comes from a pure
heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith.

(1 Timothy 4:8) For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value
for all things, holding promise for both the present life and the life to come.

(1 Timothy 6:11) But you, man of God, flee from all this, and pursue
righteousness, godliness, faith, love, endurance and gentleness.

(1 Timothy 6:12) Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the eternal life to
which you were called when you made your good confession in the presence of
many witnesses.

(1 Timothy 6:13) In the sight of God, who gives life to everything, and of Christ
Jesus, who while testifying before Pontius Pilate made the good confession, |
charge you

(1 Timothy 6:14) to keep this command without spot or blame until the appearing
of our Lord Jesus Christ,

(2 Timothy 1:8) So do not be ashamed to testify about our Lord, or ashamed of
me his prisoner. But join with me in suffering for the gospel, by the power of God,

(2 Timothy 2:3) Endure hardship with us like a good soldier of Christ Jesus.

(2 Timothy 2:5) Similarly, if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not receive
the victor's crown unless he competes according to the rules.

(2 Timothy 2:19) Nevertheless, God's solid foundation stands firm, sealed with
this inscription: "The Lord knows those who are his," and, "Everyone who
confesses the name of the Lord must turn away from wickedness."

(2 Timothy 2:22) Flee the evil desires of youth, and pursue righteousness, faith,
love and peace, along with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart.

(2 Timothy 3:14) But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have
become convinced of, because you know those from whom you learned it,

(2 Timothy 3:15) and how from infancy you have known the holy Scriptures,
which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.
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(Philemon 1:4) | always thank my God as | remember you in my prayers,

(Philemon 1:5) because | hear about your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love
for all the saints.

(Philemon 1:6) | pray that you may be active in sharing your faith, so that you will
have a full understanding of every good thing we have in Christ.

(Hebrews 3:7) So, as the Holy Spirit says: "Today, if you hear his voice,

(Hebrews 3:8) do not harden your hearts as you did in the rebellion, during the
time of testing in the desert,

(Hebrews 10:23) Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for he who
promised is faithful.

(Hebrews 10:38) But my righteous one will live by faith. And if he shrinks back, |
will not be pleased with him."

(Hebrews 10:39) But we are not of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but
of those who believe and are saved.

(Hebrews 11:6) And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone
who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who
earnestly seek him.

(Hebrews 12:14) Make every effort to live in peace with all men and to be holy;
without holiness no one will see the Lord.

(Hebrews 13:8) Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.

(Hebrews 13:9) Do not be carried away by all kinds of strange teachings. It is
good for our hearts to be strengthened by grace, not by ceremonial foods, which
are of no value to those who eat them.

(Hebrews 13:14) For here we do not have an enduring city, but we are looking
for the city that is to come.

(Hebrews 13:20) May the God of peace, who through the blood of the eternal
covenant brought back from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great Shepherd of the
sheep,

(Hebrews 13:21) equip you with everything good for doing his will, and may he

work in us what is pleasing to him, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory for
ever and ever. Amen.
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(James 1:12) Blessed is the man who perseveres under trial, because when he
has stood the test, he will receive the crown of life that God has promised to
those who love him.

(James 1:22) Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do
what it says.

(James 3:13) Who is wise and understanding among you? Let him show it by his
good life, by deeds done in the humility that comes from wisdom.

(James 4:7) Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee
from you.

(James 4:8) Come near to God and he will come near to you. Wash your hands,
you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded.

(1 Peter 1:25) but the word of the Lord stands forever." And this is the word that
was preached to you.

(1 Peter 2:9) But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a
people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you
out of darkness into his wonderful light.

(1 Peter 3:15) But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to
give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that
you have. But do this with gentleness and respect,

(1 Peter 5:8) Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around
like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.

(1 Peter 5:9) Resist him, standing firm in the faith, because you know that your
brothers throughout the world are undergoing the same kind of sufferings.

(1 Peter 5:10) And the God of all grace, who called you to his eternal glory in
Christ, after you have suffered a little while, will himself restore you and make
you strong, firm and steadfast.

(1 Peter 5:11) To him be the power for ever and ever. Amen.

(2 Peter 3:18) But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and forever! Amen.

(1 John 1:7) But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship
with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.
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(1 John 2:15) Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the
world, the love of the Father is not in him.

(1 John 2:24) See that what you have heard from the beginning remains in you.
If it does, you also will remain in the Son and in the Father.

(1 John 2:25) And this is what he promised us--even eternal life.

(1 John 2:28) And now, dear children, continue in him, so that when he appears
we may be confident and unashamed before him at his coming.

(1 John 3:1) How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should
be called children of God! And that is what we are! The reason the world does
not know us is that it did not know him.

(1 John 3:7) Dear children, do not let anyone lead you astray. He who does what
is right is righteous, just as he is righteous.

(1 John 3:18) Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions
and in truth.

(1 John 4:19) We love because he first loved us.

(1 John 5:3) This is love for God: to obey his commands. And his commands are
not burdensome,

(2 John 1:8) Watch out that you do not lose what you have worked for, but that
you may be rewarded fully.

(2 John 1:9) Anyone who runs ahead and does not continue in the teaching of
Christ does not have God; whoever continues in the teaching has both the Father
and the Son.

(3 John 1:4) | have no greater joy than to hear that my children are walking in
the truth.

(3 John 1:11) Dear friend, do not imitate what is evil but what is good. Anyone
who does what is good is from God. Anyone who does what is evil has not seen
God.

(Jude 1:20) But you, dear friends, build yourselves up in your most holy faith and
pray in the Holy Spirit.

(Jude 1:21) Keep yourselves in God's love as you wait for the mercy of our Lord
Jesus Christ to bring you to eternal life.
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(Revelation 3:10) Since you have kept my command to endure patiently, | will
also keep you from the hour of trial that is going to come upon the whole world to
test those who live on the earth.

(Revelation 3:11) | am coming soon. Hold on to what you have, so that no one
will take your crown.

(Revelation 3:21) To him who overcomes, | will give the right to sit with me on
my throne, just as | overcame and sat down with my Father on his throne.

(Revelation 7:13) Then one of the elders asked me, "These in white robes--who
are they, and where did they come from?"

(Revelation 7:14) 1 answered, "Sir, you know." And he said, "These are they who
have come out of the great tribulation; they have washed their robes and made
them white in the blood of the Lamb.

(Revelation 16:15) "Behold, | come like a thief! Blessed is he who stays awake
and keeps his clothes with him, so that he may not go naked and be shamefully
exposed.”

(Revelation 21:7) He who overcomes will inherit all this, and | will be his God
and he will be my son.
